DIRECTOR’S CORNER

Dear Library Patrons,

If you've recently visited the Hackley
Public Library or traveled along West Webster
in Muskegon, you might have noticed an
exciting change. The Torrent House, a historic
building previously attached to the Red
Cross building, has been transformed into a
standalone structure for the first time since
1957, thanks to the Downtown Muskegon
Development Corp.

As we move forward, the Library has
exciting plans for the Torrent House. While
the northeast corner of the building requires
restoration, the final look of the structure is
yet to be determined. Our ultimate goal is to
clean and repair the exterior of the building,
making it a beautiful and welcoming space
for our community.

In addition, the Library is exploring options
to improve the interior of the building so that
it can serve our patrons better. We're looking
at ways to expand our archival storage
capabilities and offer more library services.
With the additional space and resources the

provide, we can
further our mission
of providing access |
to knowledge and

fostering a love
of learning in our &i
community. S
